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AFI 36-807, 21 Jun 1999, is supplemented as follows:

3.2. Daily Hours for Beginning and Ending Work and Scheduling Breaks.

The basic 40 hour workweek for Columbus AFB is 0730-1615 Monday-Friday with 45 minutes scheduled for lunch break, or if the employee requests, 0730-1630 with one hour scheduled lunch break.  Once the employee makes an option, it cannot be changed without supervisor approval. The lunch break will normally be taken between the hours of 1100-1300.  Organizations with more than one shift or different shift hours must designate these shifts in writing and forward a copy through the Civilian Personnel Flight to the Installation Commander for approval.  One 15 minute break is authorized per each four hours worked in a shift.  The break time is determined by each supervisor based on work requirements.
