To some they are the definition of dress and
appearance, bearing and discipline and are the
public face of the Air Force at numerous com-
munity events; and currently they’re recruiting.

The Columbus Air Force Base Honor
Guard’s main mission is to support funerals for
retirees and active duty members, but they also
post colors, hold retreat ceremonies and other
formal events as manpower allows.

Currently, that manpower is just over fifty
percent of what they’re allotted, and Honor
Guard NCOIC Tech. Sgt. Chin Keomanila said
they are looking for sharp, disciplined Airmen
to join them in helping to honor military tradi-
tions and courtesies. Honor guard duty is an
additional duty and does not replace a member’s
main Air Force role.

“We always have openings and are always
looking for the best the BLAZE Team has to
offer,” he said.

The honor guard is open to enlisted mem-
bers E-1 through E-6 and officers wishing to
take part in this duty.

Those interested in becoming a part of the
honor guard must first attain commander or
first sergeant recommendation, following that
Sergeant Keomanila said the Airman will be

But serving on the honor guard isn’t for
everyone; according to Sergeant Keomanila
their unit supports over 40,000 square miles,
including parts of Mississippi and Tennessee.
Each honor guard tour is a minimum of one
year.

On average, Sergeant Keomanila said, it
takes around a month and a half of practices for
new honor guard members to become proficient
enough to take part in actual events. But he
said, being a member of the team is a continu-
ous learning and improvement process.

Those selected for honor guard will attend
practices each week on Wednesdays, and will
be required to take an active part in the unit.

But according to Sergeant Keomanila, all
the hard work is most certainly worth it.

“Being able to provide the last military rites
to someone who has served honorably is a big
sense of pride,” Sergeant Keomanila said.
“When you’re on the honor guard, you're a part
of an elite team.”

Additionally, each honor guard members is
provided with a ceremonial honor guard uni-
form and free dry-cleaning of that uniform.

Sergeant honored for lifesaving action

TINKER AIR FORCE BASE, Okla. — A Tinker Air Force
NCO received the Airman’s Medal in September here for the
actions he and two friends did to rescue a group of drowning col-
lege exchange students in 2007.

Staff Sgt. Chris Harlan of the 965th Airborne Air Control
Squadron earned the Airman’s Medal for heroism involving the
voluntary risk of life outside of combat.

Sergeant Harlan said he remembers the day well, as he and
his friends were on a weekend fishing trip.

“On the way home we stopped off at Turner Falls,” Sergeant
Harlan said. Then an airman, he and two friends were returning
from their Columbus Day weekend fishing trip when he decided
to stop at the fall to show his friends some of Oklahoma’s scenic
beauty.

He noticed five students, all exchange students from India
attending Oklahoma City University, wading into the water. But
when one slipped into deeper water, the others were dragged in.
None could swim.

“We got over there as quickly as possible,” Sergeant Harlan
said. “The first thought is, of course, nobody is drowning. But that
lasted a millisecond.”

Disregarding their own safety — and the frigid water —
Sergeant Harlan and his friends dove in to the rescue. Within
minutes they managed to pull four of the five students from the
water. Sergeant Harlan organized bystanders to help search and
to call for help.

Sergeant Harlan said the day at Turner Falls illustrated how
tenuous life can be. It has made him cherish his own family more.

“Within five minutes of showing up there, somebody lost
their life. Things can change fast,” he said. “It just makes you
appreciate what you have. A lot of people experience loss and
tragedy ... but people forget how quickly you can lose a loved
one.”
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Air Force officials reactivate 69th Bomb Squadron at Minot

MINOT AIR FORCE BASE, N.D. — Air Force officials
reactivated the 69th Bomb Squadron Sept. 3 at Minot Air
Force Base.

The new unit is the fourth operational B-52H Stratofortress
squadron in the Air Force and joins the 23rd Bomb Squadron
as the second squadron here.

The new squadron was established to provide each B-52
wing with two active-duty combat coded squadrons, which will
give the Air Force “bench depth” to rotate the squadrons across
the mission sets as recommended in the Defense Science Board
Report.

Barksdale AFB, La., has two operational B-52H units, the
20th Bomb Squadron and the 96th Bomb Squadron.

The much-anticipated stand up was previously announced
in 2008 and extensive studies were conducted to determine
which base the unit would best fit. Minot AFB was announced
as the home and the 69th BS was designated for reactivation
Aug. 28.

“The activation of the 69th Bomb Squadron at Minot Air
Force Base is a historic event that continues the legacy of the
distinguished 69th Bomb Squadron,” said Maj. Gen. Floyd L.
Carpenter, the 8th Air Force commander. “In World War I,
the 69th Bomb Squadron deployed A-26 and B-26 bombers to
Australia and the South Pacific. And during the Vietnam War,
the 69th Bomb Squadron stepped up to the plate and deployed
B-52 aircraft to Guam and Thailand. Now more than 65 years
after its initial activation, the 69th Bomb Squadron returns to

provide deterrence forces and help balance the demands of both
the nuclear and conventional missions of the B-52 fleet.”
“The 69th has close ties with the 5th (Bomb Wing), and is
definitely a logical choice,” said Lt. Col. Kevin ]. Notari, 5th
Operations Group Det. 1 commander. “Both units fought
simultaneously out of two different locations in the Southwest
Pacific theater during World War II. Furthermore, the unit was

the first Air Force unit to fly night low-level combat sorties dur-
ing the first three days of Desert Storm.”

As a result, 10 B-52 aircraft from Barksdale AFB will flow
to Minot AFB between October and April 2010.

There won’t be a significant number of personnel that will
flow with the aircraft, as personnel for the new squadron will
flow in gradually through the normal (permanent change of sta-
tion) process and support from the 23rd Bomb Squadron.

“This activation is a measure of the confidence our nation
has in the men and women of Minot Air Force Base,” said
North Dakota Gov. John Hoeven. “The 69th Bomb Squadron
will bring approximately 1,000 new military members and their
families to the state and will be a major asset to the communi-
ty, Minot Air Force Base and our nation,” he added.

The squadron is expected to mirror the other three current-
ly established active B-52 squadrons. As the squadron builds up,
many of the resources and functions from the 23rd BS will be
shared including training, exercises and deployments.

“This adds flexibility to the Air Force Global Strike
Command mission,” said Maj. William Byers, the 5th OG Det.
1, chief of standard evaluations. “The 69th allows for an even
distribution of operations tempo between the 2nd Bomb Wing
and 5th BW/, and at the same time, supports the persistent pres-
ence in United States Pacific Command,” he added. This will
help refine and focus nuclear mission training for B-52 units
and is part of continued Air Force efforts to reinvigorate the
nuclear enterprise.

The Air Force has a legacy of providing strategic capabili-
ties as stewards of the nuclear enterprise, and is committed to
conducting safe, secure and reliable nuclear operations.

AFMC leaders continue to focus on nuclear sustainment

WRIGHT-PATTERSON AIR FORCE
BASE, Ohio — Sustaining the Air Force
nuclear arsenal was emphasized by the com-
mander of Air Force Materiel Command as he
led center and wing commanders along with
AFMC headquarters senior staff through two
days of in-depth discussions during the com-
mand’s semi-annual senior leaders conference
here Sept. 1 and 2.

Gen. Donald J. Hoffman used the confer-
ence to reinforce AFMC's vital role as caretak-
er of the nuclear arsenal.

“Sustaining our nuclear assets remains our
No. 1 priority,” the general told attendees.
“Every one of us has a role in this responsibili-
ty. Our nuclear force must remain a reliable
force.”

His views were echoed by Brig. Gen.
Everett H. Thomas, the commander of

AFMC's Air Force Nuclear Weapons Center
at Kirtland Air Force Base, N.M. General
Thomas said the Air Force lost focus on man-
agement of its nuclear weapons as the service
went through organizational transitions in the
mid 1990s. Two well-publicized mishandlings
of nuclear components in recent years high-
lighted the need for the Air Force to regain
emphasis on the nuclear sustainment mission.

General Thomas said improvements are
on-going, including activation of the new Air
Force Global Strike Command, the organiza-
tion responsible for employing the nuclear
assets managed and maintained by AFMC.
Also, he said his center is almost complete
with its third phase of realignments.

“We must not repeat mistakes of the past.
We have to ensure seamless transitions without
gaps,” General Thomas said. “We have tough
challenges that we are going to have to work
on for a long time.”

He added that the Air Force Nuclear

Weapons Center staff continues to grow and

develop plans, programs and processes to sus-
tain the service’s nuclear assets, to include the
establishment of an Air Force nuclear manage-
ment training course that is being hailed as a
“big hit.”

General Hoffman emphasized other impor-
tant priorities for the command, including
acquisition improvement and efforts to bolster
the size of the command’s civilian workforce.
He said a robust workforce will help AFMC
better achieve its warfighter-support mission.

Conference attendees heard other updates
on issues central to how AFMC improves the
way it carries out its mission, including a status
report on the Global Logistics Support Center,
Centralized Asset Management and the
Warner Robins Air Logistics Center’s initiative
known as high velocity maintenance — an ini-
tiative to reduce the time aircraft are out of
service undergoing programmed depot mainte-
nance. The center is located at Robins AFB,
Ga.

During a special “green” session, conferees

were updated on current and future ways for
AFMC to conserve energy, including the use of
several renewable and alternative energy
sources.

Topics relating to the command's “people”
priorities included workforce management and
an update on the National Security Personnel
System. While a Department of Defense team
reviewed NSPS earlier this year and recom-
mended it be restructured, no decisions have
been announced on what type of restructuring
will take place.

Scott Blanch, president of Council 214 of
the American Federation of Government
Employees, the largest union representing
AFMC civilian workers, spoke to the gathering
in what he said was the first time a union offi-
cial was invited to address an AFMC senior
leader conference. He praised the strong rela-
tionship AFGE has with the command calling
it a “model for the Department of Defense.”

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Air Force doctor advances
cyanide poisoning treatment

WASHINGTON — In espionage novels,
cyanide capsules are swallowed by captured spies
who would rather commit suicide than divulge clas-
sified information. But the highly toxic chemical
used in so many works of fiction is a real threat for
being used as a terrorist weapon.

Maj. (Dr.) Vik Bebarta, a physician and medical
toxicology specialist, outlined the real-life concerns
about cyanide during a Sept. 2 Web cast of “Armed
with Science: Research and Applications for the
Modern Military” on Pentagon Web Radio.

“It was (possibly) used in the first World Trade
Center bombing in 1993, which many people were
not aware of,” Doctor Bebarta said. “It was used in
the sarin nerve gas bombing (in Tokyo) in 1995; and
in the last two years, there have been four foiled
plots in Europe and a couple of domestic plots also
that have been foiled.”

Aside from terrorist attacks, exposure to cyanide
may come from inhaling smoke from burning plas-

lower blood pressure and acid buildup in the blood.

During a year-long study, Doctor Bebarta and his
colleagues tested the standard, 50-year-old drug
treatment against a newer medication made with
the metal cobalt.

“We conducted an experiment comparing the
old antidote kit with the new one and looking at a
very critically ill (lab animal) model. Comparing
blood pressure and other parameters, (we saw) that
there’s a difference,” Doctor Bebarta said.

That difference showed better results using the
newer antidote to raise blood pressure and eliminate
all cyanide from the blood.

“When you have a big exposure, for example, a
large building that catches on fire, (or a terrorist
event) and you need to treat several patients in the
field or in an ambulance, you need something that a
paramedic can give quickly to several patients —
and putting in an IV (vein catheter) for all these
patients is not feasible.” he said.

2009-2010 Flu Vaccines available in October

Since the middle of May, the state of Mississippi has con-
firmed a total of 622 cases of HIN1 flu in 70 of their 82 coun-
ties. With the 2009-2010 flu season soon approaching, thou-
sands of cases of seasonal and HINI are anticipated.
Vaccinations will be an important step towards protecting your-
self against both the seasonal flu and HINT flu. Seasonal flu
vaccine is expected to be available at the 14 MDG
Immunizations Clinic at Columbus AFB by the first week of
October, and the vaccine for HINT is expected to be available
in late October.

According to the Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention, the top groups of people who should receive the
seasonal flu vaccine this flu season are:

®pregnant women

echildren aged 6 months up through 18 years, especially
those children aged 6 months through 4 years

epersons aged 50 years and older

epersons of any age over 6 months with certain chronic
medical conditions

epersons who live with or provide care for infants aged less
than 6 months (e.g., parents, siblings, and daycare providers)

epersons who live in nursing homes and other long-term
care facilities

e persons who live with or care for those at high risk for com-
plications from flu such as health care workers

We recommend that all eligible beneficiaries get immunized
with the seasonal flu vaccine to reduce both the risk of becom-
ing ill with the flu and the risk of transmitting it to others.

For the HIN1 vaccine, the target groups are:

®pregnant women

epersons aged 6 months up through 24 years

epersons aged 25 through 64 years with certain chronic
medical conditions

epersons who live with or provide care for infants aged less
than 6 months (e.g., parents, siblings, and daycare providers)

ehealth-care and emergency medical services personnel

Preventive hygiene is the best protection against the flu.
Follow the “flu prevention etiquette” to minimize the risk of
disease transmission:

e wash hands frequently with warm water & soap or alcohol-
based hand sanitizer

e cough/sneeze into sleeve not hands; avoid shaking hands;
avoid touching face

e wipe surfaces (desktops, door handles, phones, tools—any-
thing frequently touched by hands) with an approved
cleaner/disinfectant

estay at least three feet away from someone who is cough-
ing/sneezing

eif you get sick, stay home from work or school and limit
contact with others

CAMP STRYKER, Iraq —
Members of the Air Force’s 732nd
Expeditionary Security  Forces
Squadron Det. 2 here strive to ready
members of the Iraqi police to handle
day-to-day police operations within
their district in Iraq.

Currently, the security forces
Airmen are responsible for nine differ-
ent stations and are training their sec-
ond district, said Master Sgt. Onre
Talbert, the 732nd ESFES Det. 2 flight
leader.

To prepare the Iragi police, the
security forces Airmen provide train-
ing to local Iraqi police stations on
basic police activities including law
enforcement, individual searches,
checkpoints, force protection set-up
and clearing buildings. One station
can have 150 to 350 policeman.

“There is no real set outline on
what we train,” said Sergeant Talbert,
who is deployed from Eglin Air Force
Base, Fla., and is a native of Baton
Rouge, La. “You get a feel for how the
station is, talk to the station com-
mander and train. It’s an ongoing
thing — we’re always training, just like
at home.”

“You get to see the difference,” he
continued. “Being here from day one,
you see what skill set they are and their
knowledge. Three to four months
down the line you get to see their
progress and you get to see the impact
you’ve made here.”

“Getting supplies and logistics in
Iraq is hard to do,” said Staff Sgt. Brett
Lafreniere, who is assigned to the
732nd ESFS and deployed from Nellis
AFB, Nev. “The biggest aspect is to
make sure they know how to patrol
and run their station properly. When
we show up, we hold them account-
able and make sure that they are doing
their patrols.”

Even with the hardships, the
732nd ESFS Airmen feel this deploy-
ment has been a pleasant change from
previous ones.

“Working with typical deploy-
ments where we're just securing air-
field, you don’t get to interact with the
community,” said Sergeant Talbert, a
native of Lake Force, Calif. “Being

able to interact and watch them
progress is pretty fun.”

Another security forces Airman
agreed.

“Whenever you're just on an air-
field or a base, you don’t get to interact
with Iraqis,” said Staff Sgt. Shawn
Hardesty, the vehicle commander
deployed from Langley AFB, Va.
“You’re biased to what you see on the
news. Once you get here and talk to
the IPs, you realize that most of them
are tired of war, and that they are try-
ing to secure their areas cause they
don’t want their families getting hurt.

“For every one bad thing you see on
the news, there are 20-30 good things
happening here,” said Sergeant
Hardesty, a native of Terra Alta W.Va.
“They don’t show that stuff on the
news. Right now we’re protecting and
monitoring a specific district, but over
time we're helping to protect an entire
country.”

On Education

education n. — The knowledge or skill
gained by enhanced mental awareness

Education is more than training.
Training is simply the teaching of skills
whereas education builds upon this
training to understand how these skills
integrate into the bigger picture. In
basic terms, training focuses on “how”
and education focuses on “why.” As a
flying training wing, our mission is to
train aviators by providing them the
baseline skill set to operate a major
weapon system. Any education gained
along the way is certainly beneficial,
but the primary focus is on developing
the minimum skill set. I believe that all
of us are educators as well as trainers. [
ask that each of you as trainers—
whether on the flight line or in the
work center—take the time to educate
your people along the way. The benefit
of everyone understanding the “why”
and not just the “how” are immeasura-
ble.

Education can be grouped into three
broad categories—technical, profes-
sional, and personal—with each play-
ing a major role in developing one’s
enhanced mental awareness.

Technical education is education
regarding one’s technical field or core
competency. This involves staying up
to date on numerous technical manuals

and instructions that directly relate to
daily performance in the workplace. It
provides a core foundation of technical
knowledge enhancing technical skills.
This is the primary function of Core
Developmental Courses for enlisted
personnel. As a rated officer, I seek
information regarding the latest situa-
tion on aviation platforms and rated
management issues to stay on the lead-
ing edge of where we are going as a
rated force. Technical education
should be the first level of education to
make you that much better at your pri-
mary job.

Professional education provides edu-
cation regarding one’s profession. This
is the next level above the technical
level, where you can step back and
learn about the profession of arms as a
whole. I encourage each military mem-
ber to complete their appropriate PME
as soon as possible. I mentor my officers
to enroll in their non-resident PME
program as soon as eligible and to have
it compete prior to actually pinning on
their next rank. This way they can
learn to be a better major right away
versus waiting until they have already
been a major for two years. Professional
education also involves staying on top
of current events through skimming
the Early Bird everyday and reading
such publications as Air Force
Magazine, Armed Forces Journal, and
Defense Weekly, to name a few.

Personal education is learning in

areas that develop you beyond your
technical skill or profession. These
include CCAF and civilian degree pro-
grams. The military highly encourages
personal education to continue to
develop ourselves and also make us
more marketable for life after the mili-
tary. I truly believe that each individ-
ual should prepare themselves along
the military journey for their second
career. Even if we stay until retirement,
military members leave the service in
their forties, with their prime earning
years ahead. Civilian degrees help us
round out our resume to prepare for a
follow-on profession. I encourage each
individual to find something that they
are interested in versus resisting the
temptation to just “fill a square” in this
area.

Money spent on education is money
well spent. The same can be said for
time. [ have certainly invested a signif-
icant amount of both time and money
into education and I truly believe that
education is one of the fundamental
keys to success in whatever endeavor
you choose to undertake. Note that
both education and training are part of
our MAJCOM’s namesake—Air
Education and Training Command—
because both are very different and very
important. Take the time to become an
educator as well as a trainer in the
workplace and your organization will
benefit in the future.

Commander’s Action Line Inquiry

Columbus AFB does not have an AAFES Car
Two questions were asked on the
Commander’s Action Line. 1) If I purchased a Tire
Service Agreement (TSA) at another base, will the
Columbus AFB BX honor the warranty? 2) Can I
purchase tires through AAFES without a Car Care
Center and without ordering them online?

AAFES will honor a TSA previously purchased,
however TSAs will no longer be sold at bases that
do not have a Car Care Center.

Every leader, regardless of
position, also plays the role of
follower. In fact, leadership
and followership have a very
symbiotic  relationship. You
cannot have one without the
other. As leaders, we must
always nurture strong, loyal fol-
lowers who can be depended on
and who can assume the lead if
called upon to do so.

A second style submits to

the leader’s request only
because they fear the loss of
position, the loss of favor of the
leader or public embarrassment.
They grudgingly carry out
orders and carefully hide their
lack of enthusiasm. This is a
cancerous attitude

organization. As a leader, if you

in any

continually correct followers in
public and rarely praise them,
you are creating this type of fol-
lower and setting yourself and
your unit up for failure. As a
follower, you need to be willing
to step out of your comfort zone
and discuss your fears with your
supervisors. Everyone’s input is
essential for mission success.

The third and most effective
form of followership is a totally
involved, loyal and supportive
team member. They should be
involved to the point that there
is a feeling of ownership in the
accomplishment of the task at
hand. As a loyal follower, they
need to be faithful not only to
their leaders but to their peers
and subordinates as well.
Finally, they must be supportive
both up and down the chain to
ensure mission success.

None of us were born with
all the qualities needed to make
us successful leaders and follow-
ers.

Two components are critical to accomplish-
ing our goal: meetings and training. First,
meetings are crucial to defining our business
practices. Second, training ensures our staff
maintains their skills and fully understand
their roles and responsibilities associated
with patient care and customer service.

For some time the
clinic has provided reduced service on
Thursday afternoons; despite this reduced
capability, the organization has been unable
to devote enough time to our organizational
needs.

acquainted with their weapons system. He
said they should continue to learn about
their weapons system throughout their
career.

“The key is to be an expert,” he said.
“Know your airplane.”

He also said that our nation is at war, and
each graduate must be ready to help defend
their nation.

“You will all contribute to your nation’s
national security,” he said. “You have got to
be ready for everything.”

As a former instructor pilot, General
Ramsaur has experienced the world of pilot
training as both an instructor and a student,
and has seen how the pilot training world
has changed over the years.

today,” he said. The general added that
when he attended training, the only simula-
tion available to them was instrument pro-
cedures trainers, almost nothing like the full
scale simulators used today.
