Saint Leo University receives top rankings from 
Military Times Best For Vets: Colleges 2021

With more than one-third of its student population being 
affiliated with the military, Saint Leo University is claiming top 
honors among private, not-for-profit universities as well as No. 
1 in the Southeast in Military Times Best for Vets: Colleges 
2021, which recently was released. Among the 300 participat-
ing universities, Saint Leo University ranked 11th in the nation 
in the Military Times Best for Vets: Colleges 2021.  

In Mississippi, Saint Leo teaches at its Columbus Education 
Center, located at Columbus Air Force Base, 81 Fifth St., Suite 
11, Columbus, MS 39710.

These rankings recognize the university’s commitment to 

educating military personnel, veterans, and their families wher-
ever they may be—even if they are deployed. The university 
also was No. 1 in 2019 in the nontraditional and online uni-
versities category, when the publication named Military Times 
Best for Vets: Colleges 2020. In 2018, Saint Leo ranked fourth 
in the nation and was eighth in 2017. 

Saint Leo earned the top spots based on Military Times’ 
annual survey, which assessed more than 300 schools’ veteran- 
and military-student services and rates of academic achieve-
ment as well as a detailed review of public data collected by

“We are so proud of this honor and its val-

idation of our commitment to the military 
and student-veteran population,” said Saint 
Leo University President Jeffrey Senese. “It is 
our obligation as well as our pleasure to pro-
vide a high quality, private school education 
to these students who now are serving their 
country or have completed their military ser-
vice. We support their families, too, and are 
grateful for the sacrifices they make.” 

The university’s military-connected popu-
lation numbers 6,092, which includes mem-
bers of the U.S. Air Force, Army, Navy, 
Marines, and Coast Guard, National Guard 
members, retired military officers and enlisted 
veterans, military spouses, dependents, and 
others. In addition to at its residential cam-
pus in St. Leo, FL, north of Tampa, students 
are educated at 16 teaching locations in five 
states, including many located on military 
bases, and through the university’s Center for 
Online Learning. Saint Leo also offers Mili-
tary Resource Centers located at University 
Campus and the Tampa (FL) and Savannah 
(GA) education centers.  

Serving military, veterans, families
There are several reasons that Saint Leo 

University is unique for veterans and mil-
itary-connected populations. Historically, 
Saint Leo University served veterans and mil-
itary personnel during the post-Vietnam era 
when many college campuses removed any-
thing military-related. This history gave Saint 
Leo much more experience in assisting the 
military than other universities which didn’t 
start until after recent military actions in Iraq 
and Afghanistan, said Dr. Ernest “Luke” Mc-
Clees, director of the Office of Military Af-
fairs and Services (OMAS).

“In the contemporary Saint Leo Univer-
sity, we have a unified stakeholder approach 
that is an example of veteran and mili-
tary-connected inclusivity,” McClees said. 
“While we do have an office dedicated to re-
moving barriers to education for these popu-
lations, everyone in the university is mindful 
and helpful of our veteran and military-con-
nected people. From learning environments, 
activity programming, partnerships, and 
community connections, to veteran and mil-
itary-connected alumni focus, Saint Leo Uni-
versity is multilayered and decentralized in 
our approach to inclusion.”

Saint Leo University also offers robust 
programming for its military-affiliated popula-
tion. In the past academic year, weekly events 
were held including Mindful Monday, which 

featured guided meditation via Zoom; Tran-
sition Tuesday at which McClees answered 
questions and shared best practices for transi-
tion from the military; and Hang 10 Friday, a 
fun competition to relieve stress, build cama-
raderie, and maintain fitness in which partici-
pants take part in a pull-up challenge. 

In addition, Saint Leo offered monthly 
and special programs including guest speakers 
and Veterans Appreciation Week. The office 
also collaborates with Team Red White & 
Blue (Team RWB) on connecting veterans to 
their community through virtual physical and 
social activities. 

Helping financially
Saint Leo University also assists stu-

dent-veterans through targeted funding such 
as the Veteran Student Emergency Fund, 
which provides emergency financial assis-
tance for veterans. This program is unique in 
higher education and ensures that veterans 
can continue their education even when re-
al-life crises occur. Donations may be made to 
Military Education Excellence.

The Saint Leo University Alumni Associ-
ation Board of Directors also is creating an en-
dowed scholarship to assist student-veterans. 
The need for this became apparent during the 
COVID-19 pandemic, McClees said, as he 
heard from students about their needs. 

Veteran studies degree
Now, Saint Leo is breaking new ground 

among American colleges and universities by 
creating the first undergraduate degree devot-
ed to veteran studies. A veteran studies minor 
also is available in this emerging field. 

Students in the program will study the dis-
tinctive lives and cultures formed by military 
service and by retirement from service—a part 
of American culture that is often not under-
stood except in shallow or stereotypic ways, 
McClees noted. The first course in the Bach-
elor of Arts program will be offered in the Fall 
2021 Semester at University Campus, giving 
currently enrolled and new students the op-
portunity to explore in the program. The de-
gree program is open to all students, not only 
those who have a military background.

“This degree will offer civilians an avenue 
to complete a picture of the complexities sur-
rounding the veteran population,” McClees 
said. “This way, Saint Leo University will 
be educating people who can better improve 
their organizations or future employer’s ap-
proach to including veterans with care and 
efficacy.”

menting creative simulations. This 
reduced the cost by 83 percent and 
trained 95 percent of staff.

Venth. “Col. Ellis, Rob, enjoy and 
take care of these great folks.”

Previously Ellis was the Air 
Force Surgeon General’s Deputy 
Chief Nursing Consultant, De-
fense Health Headquarters, in Falls 
Church, Va., where she served as 
Senior Nurse and oversaw health-
care operations, policies, and pro-

grams for 5,000 Total Force nurses, 
spanning 24 specialties.

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BLAZE Hangar Tails: F-22 Raptor
Mission

The F-22 Raptor’s combination of stealth, super cruise, 
maneuverability and integrated avionics, coupled with im-
proved supportability, represents an exponential leap in 
warfighting capabilities. The Raptor performs both air-to-
air and air-to-ground missions allowing full realization of 
operational concepts vital to the 21st century Air Force.

The F-22, a critical component of the Global Strike 
Task Force, is designed to project air dominance, rapidly 
and at great distances and defeat threats attempting to 
deny access to our nation’s Air Force, Army, Navy and Ma-
rine Corps. 

Features
A combination of sensor capability, integrated avionics, 

situational awareness, and weapons provides first-kill op-
portunity against threats. The F-22 possesses a sophisticat-
ed sensor suite allowing the pilot to track, identify, shoot 
and kill air-to-air threats before being detected. Significant 
advances in cockpit design and sensor fusion improve the 
pilot’s situational awareness. In the air-to-air configuration 
the Raptor carries six AIM-120 AMRAAMs and two AIM-
9 Sidewinders.

The F-22 has a significant capability to attack surface 
targets. In the air-to-ground configuration the aircraft can 
carry two 1,000-pound GBU-32 Joint Direct Attack Mu-
nitions internally and will use on-board avionics for navi-
gation and weapons delivery support. In the future, air-to-
ground capability will be enhanced with the addition of 
upgraded radar and up to eight small diameter bombs. The 

Raptor will also carry two AIM-120s and two AIM-9s in 
the air-to-ground configuration.

The F-22 will have better reliability and maintainability 
than any fighter aircraft in history.  Increased F-22 reliabil-
ity and maintainability pays off in less manpower required 
to fix the aircraft and the ability to operate more efficiently.

Background
The Advanced Tactical Fighter entered the Demonstra-

tion and Validation phase in 1986. The prototype aircraft 
(YF-22 and YF-23) both completed their first flights in late 
1990. Ultimately the YF-22 was selected as best of the two 
and the engineering and manufacturing development effort 
began in 1991 with development contracts to Lockheed/
Boeing (airframe) and Pratt & Whitney (engines). EMD 
included extensive subsystem and system testing as well as 
flight testing with nine aircraft at Edwards Air Force Base, 
California. The first EMD flight was in 1997 and at the 
completion of its flight test life this aircraft was used for 
live-fire testing.

The program received approval to enter low rate initial 
production in 2001. Initial operational and test evaluation 
by the Air Force Operational Test and Evaluation Center 
was successfully completed in 2004. Based on maturity of 
design and other factors the program received approval 
for full rate production in 2005. Air Education and Train-
ing Command, Air Combat Command and Pacific Air 
Forces are the primary Air Force organizations flying the 
F-22.  The aircraft designation was the F/A-22 for a short 
time before being renamed F-22A in December 2005.

Twenty-three officers have prevailed during a year of training, earning the right to 
become Air Force pilots.

Specialized Undergraduate Pilot Training Class 21-12 graduates at 11 a.m. today 
during a ceremony at the Kaye Auditorium.

Students will receive their silver pilot’s wings at the ceremony, and students who 
excelled in their respective training tracks will be recognized.

1st Lt. Joshua Gerrinck, 2nd Lt. Jack 
Reis and 2nd Lt. Michael Roesel received 
the Air Education and Training Command 
Commander’s Trophy for being the most 
outstanding students overall in their class-
es. 

The Air Force Association Award was 
presented to 2nd Lt. Matthew Clay and 
2nd Lt. Jack Reis who excelled in training 

and typified the tenets of 
the association; promot-
ing aerospace power and a 
strong national defense. 

The distinguished grad-
uates of Class 21-12 recog-
nized were Geerinck, Reis, 
and Roesel for outstanding 
performance in academics, 
officer qualities and flying 
abilities.

The 52-week pilot train-
ing program begins with a six-week preflight phase of academics and 
physiological training to prepare students for flight. The second phase, 
primary training, is conducted in the single-engine, turboprop T-6A 
Texan II at Columbus Air Force Base, Mississippi. Students learn 

aircraft flight characteristics, emergency procedures, takeoff and landing procedures, 
aerobatics and formation flying. Students also practice night, instrument and cross 
country navigation flying. 

Primary training takes approximately 23 weeks and includes 254.4 hours of ground 
training, 27.3 hours in the flight simulator and 89 hours in the T-6A aircraft. 

After primary training, students select, by order of merit, advanced training in the 
fighter-bomber or airlift-tanker track. 

Both tracks are designed to best train 
pilots for successful transition to their fol-
low-on aircraft and mission.

Advanced training for the fighter track 
is done in the T-38C Talon, a tandem-seat, 
twin-engine supersonic jet. T-38 training 
emphasizes formation, advanced aerobatics 
and navigation. Training takes approxi-
mately 26 weeks and in-
cludes 381 hours of ground 
training, 31.6 hours in the 
flight simulator and 118.7 
hours in the T-38C air-
craft. 

The airlift-tanker track 
uses the T-1A Jayhawk, 
the military version of a 
multi-place Beech Jet 400 
business jet. Instruction 
centers on crew coordina-

tion and management, instrument training, cross-country flying and 
simulated refueling and airdrop missions. Training takes about 26 
weeks and includes 185 hours of ground training, 53.6 hours in the 
flight simulator and 76.4 hours in the T-1A.
